The three Dobsonian telescope bases to be built for Junie’s two donated six-inch f/8 telescopes and one to
be retained by Junie will take place after December. These telescopes can be used for training and be
loaned out. The plywood, Formica and other materials have been located and Jim’s brother may be able to
make the cutouts for the bases. We hope to have the construction schedule finalized at our January business
meeting. Junie brought in a piece of furniture plywood that should be used to make the telescopes collar.
