He also weed wacked around the
observatory. The remaining Observatory work items are the installation of the
new roof track support brackets, fix driveway potholes and evaluate stone(s)
removal, paint south side of observatory, remove wood debris to the dump, prime
and paint bottom of steel roof support posts and install stone at base of posts.
Junie has the fabrication set-up and material to make two new roof brackets for
installation at the September 12" work session, with the remaining four brackets
to be made and installed late in fall.

There will be no presentation during his period, but will resume in September
when the meetings are held at KSC.

Mr. Carl Von Mertens and Mr. John Weis from the Dublin School presented their
information about the observatory they are building and the high tech telescope
they will be purchasing. We discussed how our club could provide astronomy
programs and viewing at their facility starting in the fall of 2010 along with
program coordination with the Keene Public Library, NASA, Stellafane and etc.
Later this fall we will be in contact with Carl and John and visit the completed
observatory and further discuss future programs and observing sessions at their
Perkins observatory.
